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 The first and last impression a person makes is often the most important impression a 
person can make and leave.  I was fortunate to be around a man whose life made a great 
impression on me.  His name was Pastor Dave Peterson.  My first impression of this man of 
God was that the passion of his life revolved around enjoying his God, and making this God 
known to whomever he came across.  His was a life of pure devotion to the God he came to 
know later in life.  And despite his physical frailties, he took every opportunity to magnify the 
worth of the God he loved up to his final breath. 
 The lasting impression of the Son of God is one that has endured for the last 2,000 
years.  The first statement that Jesus makes in the gospel account of his life is when he 
answered Joseph and Mary concern, “Son, why have you treated us so?  Behold, your father 
and I have been searching for you in great distress.”   The first words of Jesus recorded in 
scripture is, “Why were you looking for me?  Did you not know that I must be in my Father’s 
house?”   This was astounding considering the fact that the boy was only 12 years old.  
However, as we know, Jesus was no ordinary 12 year old.  At 12 years of age, Jesus was fully 
aware of his divine lineage. 
 Jesus’  last words are just as lasting, if not more so.  As the sinless Son of God hung on 
the cross, having lived a life of total and complete devotion to the Lord, having paid the full 
penalty of our sins, Jesus uttered these magnificent words before dying.  He said while hanging 
on the cross, “ It is finished.”   In the original language, this is one word in what is called the 
perfect tense.  This one word summary of Jesus’  life and death is the most important statement 
in all of scripture.  The word “ It is finished”  literally means “ to complete,”  or “ to bring to 
perfection.”   Jesus had come and completed fully what God the Father had sent him to do.  In 
Romans 5 Paul spends time discussing this very fact.  Namely, that our salvation is sure and 
complete because Christ’ s death has totally defeated the effects of Adam’s sin, completely!  
And the perfect tense “ It is finished”  is meant to describe an action that was fully completed in 
the past and has present-day consequences.  Jesus could have used the past tense to say that the 
work is done.  This is likened to us when we say, “ I finished my homework.”   But the 
significance of the perfect tense shows that Christ’s finished work on the cross has present day 
implication for those who have trusted in Christ for salvation.  Dr. William Mounce writes, 
“Because Jesus fully completed his task, the ongoing effects are that you and I are offered the 
free gift of salvation so that we can be with him forever.  Praise the Lord.”  
 For Pastor Dave Peter this was the greatest truth he had ever come to know.  Christ 
secured for him an eternal salvation, taking his sin on the cross, and provided for him the 
perfect righteousness that God demands.  And what Pastor Peterson received freely expressed 
itself in an on-going life of love and devotion to the Lord.  The prayer of my heart, and the 
prayers of the elders, and the deacons is that the free gift of Christ’s atoning work (taking away 
our sin!) would be made real in the lives of all the people at First Baptist.  And, that those who 
have made a true confession of faith would exhibit a life of devotion and love to the Savior.  
For we serve a God who has completed our salvation by dying for our sin.  May the people of 
First Baptist Church seek to honor and worship God by living for him in this present life.  Make 
a lasting impression this week, by displaying the beauty of Christ our Savior in someone’s life 
today.
